In the foyer, the art piece is a backlit cut out Corian structure that reveals itself

The architects designed a series of white Corian curved walls and played with
depth and extensions for the ceiling, all of which stretch out and shape most of the
apartment and hide the technical elements and storage.

These organic walls create an illusion of volume and add character to the space
which unifies the contrast between cold and warm materials.

The result of this refurbishment is an intimate organic space in synch with
the owner's lifestyle.
